In this course you will
learn the basics of photomontage, vector illustration, diagramming, 3D modeling, 3D ren-
dering, and 3D printing. Topics will include how to model and render topography, hardscape,
landscape elements, and planting.

Homework

During class, follow the demonstrations and regularly post your progress on your Discord
channel. For homework, build on the in class demonstrations and develop your own design.
Post your homework on your Discord channel. Homework must be clearly labeled to get
credit. Topics will include photomontage, diagrams, streetscapes, site furniture, green in-
frastructure, parks, 3D printing, and lasercutting.

Project

Design, model, and render a landscape. Your design should have a concept and your graphics
should clearly express your concept. Your landscape should include planting, hardscape, and
at least one custom element. Possible elements include sculpture, furniture, walls, lighting,
water features, green infrastructure, etc. Deliverables include a plan, two section-elevations,
and a perspective. These should submitted as a poster and a presentation. Your project will
be assessed based on the artistic merit of your design and the quality, clarity, and expres-
siveness of your graphics.

After the grace pe-
riod, the grade for the assignment will be lowered by a letter grade (i.e. 10 points) per week
late.
